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Abstract
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1.0 Introduction 
It is expected that authors will submit carefully written and proofread material. Careful checking for spelling and grammatical errors should be performed. The number of pages of the manuscript should be limited to 15 (1.5 line spacing).
Papers should clearly describe the background of the subject, the authors work, including the methods used, results and concluding discussion on the importance of the work. Papers are to be prepared in English and SI units must be used. Technical terms should be explained unless they are well known.
2.0 Paper Format

Manuscripts should be submitted in word format: Text to be typed 1.5 line-spaced, in a single column using 12-point type (Times New Roman). Number the pages using automatic page numbering. Do not use field functions. Use the table function, not spreadsheets, to make tables. Use equation editor or Math Type for equations. Save your file in docx format (Word 2007 or higher) or doc format (older Word versions).

2.1 Headings

Please use no more than three levels of displayed headings.
2.2 Formulae, Mathematical notation and symbols
Italic for single letters that denote mathematical constants, variables, and unknown quantities. Roman/upright for numerals, operators, and punctuation, and commonly defined functions or abbreviations, e.g., cos, det, e or exp, lim, log, max, min, sin, tan, d (for derivative). Bold for vectors, tensors, and matrices.
The equations should be left justified and numbered consecutively, as shown in Eq. (1) - (2) below. Here is one example.
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2.3 Tables and Figures

Number all the tables using Arabic numerals. Cite the tables in the text in consecutive numerical order. For each table, provide a caption (title) stating the components of the table. Identify any previously published material by giving the original source in the form of a reference at the end of table caption.

Number all figures using Arabic numerals. Cite the figures in the text in consecutive numerical order. Denote the figure parts by lowercase letters (a, b, c, etc.). For each figure, provide a caption (title) stating the components of the figure. No punctuation is to be included after the number, nor is any punctuation to be placed at the end of the caption. Identify all elements found in the figure in the figure caption and use boxes, circles, etc., as coordinate points in graphs. Identify any previously published material by giving the original source in the form of a reference at the end of figure caption. Colour or grayscale photographs, keep to a minimum of 300 dpi.

3.0 References

The list of references should only include works that are cited in the text and that have been published or accepted for publication. Do not use footnotes or endnotes as a substitute for a reference list. The entries in the list should be numbered consecutively.

Reference citations: Citations in the main body, appendices, tables and figures should be identified by numbers in square brackets. Some examples: Negotiation research spans many disciplines [3]. This result was later contradicted by Becker and Seligman [5] and this effect has been widely studied [1-3, 7].

Conclusion
Conclusions should state concisely the most important propositions of the paper as well as the author’s views of the practical implications of the results.
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
